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Week 6 – Jesus Death & Resurrection (7/6) 
The message of Jesus was rejected by the Jewish leaders.  They did not believe Jesus was the son of God 
and they did not accept that the kingdom he announced was really from God.  They killed him on a cross 
because they were afraid he was leading the people astray and that they would lose their positions of 
power and influence.  (Crucifixion: Matt 26-27; Mk 14-15; Lk 22-23; Jn 18-19) 

Jesus rose from the dead on the third day after his crucifixion demonstrating that He was God’s true son, 
with power over death, and that His message of God’s new kingdom was true.  Jesus, the son of God is 
still alive and reigns as the king of God’s new kingdom.  (Matt 28:1-15; Lk 24:1-49; Jn 20) 

Significance of Death and Resurrection of Christ 
• Gen 3:14-24 “So the Lord God said to the serpent, “Because you have done this, “Cursed are you above all the livestock 

and all the wild animals!  You will crawl on your belly and you will eat dust all the days of your life.  15 And I will put 
enmity between you and the woman, and between your offspring and hers; he will crush your head, and you will strike 
his heel.”  

16 To the woman he said, “I will greatly increase your pains in childbearing; with pain you will give birth to children. 
Your desire will be for your husband, and he will rule over you.”  

17 To Adam he said, “Because you listened to your wife and ate from the tree about which I commanded you, ‘You must 
not eat of it,’ “Cursed is the ground because of you; through painful toil you will eat of it all the days of your life. 18 It 
will produce thorns and thistles for you, and you will eat the plants of the field. 19 By the sweat of your brow you will 
eat your food until you return to the ground, since from it you were taken; for dust you are and to dust you will return.”  

20 Adam named his wife Eve, because she would become the mother of all the living. 21 The Lord God made garments 
of skin for Adam and his wife and clothed them. 22 And the Lord God said, “The man has now become like one of us, 
knowing good and evil. He must not be allowed to reach out his hand and take also from the tree of life and eat, and live 
forever.” 23 So the Lord God banished him from the Garden of Eden to work the ground from which he had been taken. 
24 After he drove the man out, he placed on the east side of the Garden of Eden cherubim and a flaming sword flashing 
back and forth to guard the way to the tree of life.  

• Rom 5:12 – “therefore, just as sin entered the world through one man, and death through sin, and in this way death came 
to all men, because all sinned.”  

• Acts 2:22-36 – “…God has raised this Jesus to life, and we are all witnesses of the fact.  Exalted to the right hand of 
God, he has received from the Father the promised Holy Spirit and has poured out what you now see and hear.  For 
David did not ascend to heaven, and yet he said, ‘Sit at my right hand until I make your enemies a footstool for your 
feet.” 

• 2 Tim 1:10 – “…but it has now been revealed through the appearing of our Savior, Christ Jesus, who has destroyed 
death and has brought life and immortality to light through the gospel.” 

• 1 Cor 15:1-28; 42-58 – Now, brothers, I want to remind you of the gospel I preached to you, which you received and on 
which you have taken your stand. 2 By this gospel you are saved, if you hold firmly to the word I preached to you. 
Otherwise, you have believed in vain.  

3 For what I received I passed on to you as of first importance: that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, 4 
that he was buried, that he was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures, 5 and that he appeared to Peter, and 
then to the Twelve. 6 After that, he appeared to more than five hundred of the brothers at the same time, most of whom 
are still living, though some have fallen asleep. 7 Then he appeared to James, then to all the apostles, 8 and last of all he 
appeared to me also, as to one abnormally born.  

9 For I am the least of the apostles and do not even deserve to be called an apostle, because I persecuted the church of 
God. 10 But by the grace of God I am what I am, and his grace to me was not without effect. No, I worked harder than 
all of them—yet not I, but the grace of God that was with me. 11 Whether, then, it was I or they, this is what we preach, 
and this is what you believed.  

12 But if it is preached that Christ has been raised from the dead, how can some of you say that there is no resurrection 
of the dead? 13 If there is no resurrection of the dead, then not even Christ has been raised. 14 And if Christ has not been 
raised, our preaching is useless and so is your faith. 15 More than that, we are then found to be false witnesses about 
God, for we have testified about God that he raised Christ from the dead. But he did not raise him if in fact the dead are 
not raised. 16 For if the dead are not raised, then Christ has not been raised either. 17 And if Christ has not been raised,

your faith is futile; you are still in your sins. 18 Then those also who have fallen asleep in Christ are lost. 19 If only for 
this life we have hope in Christ, we are to be pitied more than all men.  

20 But Christ has indeed been raised from the dead, the firstfruits of those who have fallen asleep. 21 For since death 
came through a man, the resurrection of the dead comes also through a man. 22 For as in Adam all die, so in Christ all 
will be made alive. 23 But each in his own turn: Christ, the firstfruits; then, when he comes, those who belong to him. 24 
Then the end will come, when he hands over the kingdom to God the Father after he has destroyed all dominion, 
authority and power. 25 For he must reign until he has put all his enemies under his feet. 26 The last enemy to be 
destroyed is death. 27 For he “has put everything under his feet.” Now when it says that “everything” has been put under 
him, it is clear that this does not include God himself, who put everything under Christ. 28 When he has done this, then 
the Son himself will be made subject to him who put everything under him, so that God may be all in all.  

54 When the perishable has been clothed with the imperishable, and the mortal with immortality, then the saying that is 
written will come true: “Death has been swallowed up in victory.” 55 “Where, O death, is your victory?  Where, O death, 
is your sting?”  56 The sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law. 57 But thanks be to God! He gives us the 
victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.  58 Therefore, my dear brothers, stand firm. Let nothing move you. Always give 
yourselves fully to the work of the Lord, because you know that your labor in the Lord is not in vain.  

• Col 1:15-23 – “ He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation.  For by him all things were created: 
things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or power or rulers or authorities; all things were 
created by him and for him.  He is before all things, and in him all things hold together.  And he is the head of the body, 
the church; he is the beginning and the firstborn from among the dead, so that in everything he might have the 
supremacy.  For God was pleased to have all this fullness dwell in him, and through him to reconcile to himself all 
things, whether things on earth or things in heaven, by making peace through his blood, shed on the cross.  Once you 
were alienated from God and were enemies in you minds because of your evil behavior.  But now he has reconciled you 
by Christ’s physical body through death to present you holy in his sight, with out blemish and free from accusation-if 
you continue in your faith, established and firm, not moved from the hope held out in the gospel.” 

• 1 Thes 1:10 – “…to wait for his son from heaven, whom he raised from the dead – Jesus, who rescues us from the 
coming wrath.” 

• Eph 2:1-10 – “As for you, you were dead in your transgressions and sins, in which you used to live when you followed 
the ways of this world and of the ruler of the kingdom of the air, the spirit who is now at work in those who are 
disobedient.  All of us also lived among them at one time, gratifying the craving s of our flesh and following its desires 
and thoughts.  Like the rest, we were by nature objects of wrath.  But because of his great love for us, God, who is rich in 
mercy, made us alive with Christ even when we were dead in transgression- it is by grace you have been saved.  And 
God raised us up with Christ and seated us with him in the heavenly realms in Christ Jesus, in order that in the coming 
ages he might show the incomparable riches of his grace, expressed in his kindness to us in Christ Jesus.  For it is by 
grace you have been saved, through faith – and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God- not by works, so that no 
one can boast.  For we are God’s workmanship, crated in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance 
for us to do.”
